• 19 social workers were given a boost through 
the Professional and Leadership Development 
Scheme (PLDS) and another 26 were supported 
in their Sabbatical Leave with the aim of enhancing
the professional development of social workers.

Recognising Contributions from
Volunteer Leaders and Social Service
Practitioners
In recognition of their exemplary contributions and
dedication to the social service sector, two individuals
and three organisations were accorded the nation's
most prestigious award for social service volunteers
- the President's Social Service Award (PSSA).
The winners received their awards from President
S R Nathan at the Istana on 22 October 2009.

The two Individual Award winners were Ms Fatimah
Azimullah, Immediate Past President of PPIS, and
Ms Lye Lan Fong, Founder-Chairman of Wicare
Support Group.

The Kidz Horizon Appeal was the winner in the
Informal Group category, while the Inland Revenue
Authority of Singapore emerged the winner in the
Formal Group category.  MediaCorp Pte Ltd was
the winner in the Corporate category.

Three social workers who had demonstrated
excellent leadership, creativity and professionalism
were accorded the Outstanding Social Worker
Award (OSWA) and the Promising Social Worker
Award (PSWA) by President S R Nathan at the Istana
on 26 October 2009.  Mr Chua Wei Bin, Centre Head
of The Ang Mo Kio FSCs (Cheng San Branch), was

awarded the PSWA.  Mr Mohd Ali Bin Mahmood,
Executive Director of PPIS Jurong FSC and
Mrs Seah Kheng Yeow, Head of Family Development
and Senior Social Worker at the Centre for
Promoting Alternatives to Violence (PAVe), were
awarded the OSWA.

OSWA 2009 also marked the 10th year of the award
with a total of 19 social workers having been
accorded the award since its inception.

97% of members were satisfied with NCSS's
work

In 2009, NCSS conducted a survey among 395
members to gauge their perception of the value
of NCSS's work.  Of the 180 members who replied,
97% of respondents expressed overall satisfaction
with NCSS's work.  NCSS was also rated highly in
areas such as responsiveness, customer service,
standards setting and SSTI courses, while attention
was drawn to areas such as manpower initiatives
and physical facilities where VWOs required more
assistance.  NCSS has since implemented several
initiatives to address the VWOs' needs and to enable
them to raise the level of service.

Social Services: Perspectives for the next 10
years

400 board members and senior management of
VWOs engaged in a fruitful discussion on the current
state of the social service sector and creating a
vision for the way forward at the annual NCSS
Members Conference held on 29 October 2009.
The conference with the theme, 'Social Services:
Perspectives for the next 10 years', was graced by
Dr Vivian Balakrishnan, Minister for Community
Development, Youth and Sports (CYS).  The dialogue
session with panel members comprising Minister
(CYS), Mr Matthias Yao Chih, Mayor of Southeast
District, Mr Gerard Ee, Chairman of the Council for
Third Age, Mr Stanley Tan, Chairman of the National
Volunteer and Philanthropy Centre, and Ms Ang
Bee Lian, CEO of NCSS, and moderated by
Dr Mohamad Maliki Bin Osman, Parliamentary
Secretary for the Ministry of National Development,

provided insights on how to keep social services
relevant and meet the changing social trends,
challenges and expectations.

400 VWO leaders were kept abreast of trends and development at the
Members Conference



300 participants acquired caregiving knowledge

The Dr Robert C.K. Loh - SSTI Eldercare Seminar
was held on 17 September 2009.  Speaking on the
theme of the seminar, 'Reconceptualising Care:
Issues in Formal and Informal Caregiving',
international and local speakers, Professor Judith
Phillips from the United Kingdom, Professor Alfred
Chan Cheung Ming from Hong Kong, and Professor
Kua Ee Heok from NUS, shared their perspectives
on caregiving.  Participants gained insights on topics
such as establishing a 'needs-skills' matching system
that included training for those involved in informal
and formal caregiving, and the importance of strong
family support during the treatment of their family
member's mental illness.

The seminar was made possible as a result of a
$100,000 donation from Dr Robert C.K. Loh,
former NCSS President, and it signified NCSS's
commitment in building up the capability of the
eldercare sector in view of Singapore's ageing
population.

12,300 SSTI training places filled

More training places were taken up in FY2009,
compared to last year, enabling social service and
NPO professionals and volunteers to pick up new
skills and knowledge.  A total of 528 courses, which

included 63 new courses, were conducted.  About
98% of the participants indicated that the course
objectives were met.

SSTI also facilitated 120 requests for in-house
customised training, which was attended by more
than 2,300 participants from VWOs, sector
administrators and charities.

In January 2010, SSTI launched its first Learning
Fest for its partners and supporters.  A total of 163
participants enjoyed cost savings in selected
programmes, such as Budgeting for Charities and
Roles of Family in Psychiatric Rehabilitation, after
signing up at the Fest.

SSTI increased supply of social service
professional manpower

A total of 67 students from three SSTI professional
development programmes graduated in July 2009.
Among the graduates, 29 were from the inaugural
batch of the Diploma in Social Service.  The
remaining 38 graduates were from the Certificate
in Education Studies (Special Education) programme
and the NITEC in Social Services.

$10.5 million to Support Capability
Building and Training
A record $10.5 million VCF was approved for
5,739 programmes and projects in FY2009 to
enhance the service delivery and management
capability of VWOs.

New platforms for research Initiatives
NCSS facilitated and funded the research
collaboration between the NUS Sociology
Department and the VWOs.  The NUS students were
involved in short-term research projects for VWOs.
TOUCH Community Services was one of the VWOs
that were given the VCF Social Service Research
Grant.  Their research was on the needs of low-
income seniors living in Geylang Bahru.

New funding support for the accreditation for
social workers

About $625,000 was provided to support the raising
of the professional standard through the
accreditation for social workers.  The VCF fund
enabled 45 VWO staff to acquire recognised social
work qualifications such as the Bachelor of Social
Work and Graduate Diploma in Social Work.

The new VCF Shared Services Grant was rolled out
in October 2009 to help VWOs outsource their
common financial management and administrative
functions to shared service providers so that VWOs
could better focus on delivering core programmes
to users.

Broadening Schemes & Shared
Services to Reduce VWOs' Costs
About $480,000 savings for VWOs under the
NCSS Shared Services and C&CI Space Schemes

In FY2009, the scope of shared services was
expanded to include vehicle maintenance, cleaning
services and human resource advisory.  NCSS also
partnered NTUC FairPrice to offer the NTUC FairPrice
- NCSS Discount Scheme to member VWOs which
would provide discounts for grocery purchases from
FairPrice Online.  In total, 88 VWOs tapped on the
Shared Services in FY2009, resulting in more than
$300,000 of cost savings.

Dyslexia Association of Singapore (DAS) opened
its Educational Therapy Centre at the Parkway
Parade C&CI space in September 2009.  With support
from NCSS and APIC 2, a fund managed by Lend
Lease, DAS took over the furniture and fittings
from the previous tenant and saved about $180,000
in renovation and fitting costs.

The second shared office, Social Service Hub @ Liang
Court, was opened in January 2010.  The Hub
optimised space utilisation by having shared common
facilities like meeting rooms for its two tenants,
EMCC and Shared Services for Charities Ltd.

More membership benefits

NCSS collaborated with the Civil Service Club (CSC)
to offer club membership to all staff of NCSS
member VWOs.  From 1 January 2010, staff of
member VWOs were able to enjoy the programmes
and facilities offered by the CSC Clubs at a relatively
low cost.  A total of 118 staff from 30 VWOs have
signed up for membership.

Specialised capability harnessed

In FY2009, PPIS and Singapore Anglican Community
Services (SACS) were appointed as Centres of
Specialisation.  PPIS would be conducting an
evidence-based research on Malay-Muslim
perspectives on self-reliance and practice, while
SACS would develop best practices in community-
based psychiatric rehabilitation respectively.

The Centre of Specialisation concept was mooted
by RADM (RET) Kwek Siew Jin, President of NCSS,
to recognise agencies that have developed
specialised knowledge or expertise in specific areas
of social services, and to provide resources for these
agencies to build up evidence-based practices and
assist in the transfer of knowledge.

To-date, 10 projects were initiated.  Some completed
projects were:

Presbyterian Community Services
'Smoothing The Way - A practical guide for
administrators and caregivers of young children
with special needs on integration of special needs
in mainstream preschool' was developed.  This
guide has become a useful training material and
was used by Rainbow Centre and Ngee Ann
Polytechnic to conduct their Diploma in Early
Childhood studies.

Alzheimer's Disease Association
'A Guide on Early Dementia Programme' was shared
with 34 eldercare personnel to enhance their skills
and knowledge on caring for seniors.

TSAO Foundation
'Trainer Manual for Training Volunteers Befriending
Older Persons (Mandarin)' was shared with 54
attendees from 31 agencies, who worked closely
with volunteers to provide services to seniors under
their care.
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NCSS initiated a consultancy project with the
Institute of Mental Health to offer training courses
and case conferences for Day Activity Centres (DACs)
and Residential Homes to enhance their capability
in managing clients with challenging behaviours.

78 allied health professionals from the DACs and
Residential Homes attended the courses and case
conferences.  About 95% of the respondents
indicated that they gained useful skills and
knowledge to manage their clients' challenging
behaviours more effectively.

NCSS also played an active role in developing
capability in the aftercare sector.  In collaboration
with the aftercare partners such as the Singapore
Prison Service, SCORE, and SACA, NCSS supported
the development of a training programme for
prison volunteers.  SSTI is currently rolling out this
training programme.

First-stop research resource directory for VWOs
launched

NCSS launched the Research Gateway, a first-stop
research resource directory for VWOs.  The webpage
contains information related to social service
research and social statistics.  VWOs can access the
information and tap the resources available.

Quality Assurance Framework developed to
enhance student outcomes

NCSS collaborated with MOE to develop a quality
assurance framework (QAF) for the 20 special
schools.  The QAF focused on the following areas
- leadership, human resource management,
resources, teaching and learning, as well as family

and community partnerships.  It also included a
check on school systems and processes to ensure
consistency and enhance the achievement of
students' outcomes.  The schools will use the QAF
for self-evaluation and submit the reports to MOE
and NCSS for review.

Use of technology to enhance case
management

New features were added to the electronic Case
Management System (eCMS) to improve the
efficiency of VWOs in case management.  The eCMS
was also linked to the EPES for the FSCs, thus
enabling them to track the progress of users
seamlessly and cut down on the time taken for data
entry.  Data can now be extracted in real time and
effortlessly, for reporting on user outcomes.

Training for ASEAN volunteers in home care

Representing MCYS, NCSS shared its best practice
in home care, as part of the Republic of Korea -
ASEAN Home Care project.  NCSS participated in
regional discussions and supported TSAO
Foundation in the development of the Trainer's
manual on home care for volunteers.  This manual
was used to train volunteers locally as well as ASEAN
member countries' Non-Governmental
Organisations and government agencies in the
Home Care programme.

Development projects guide for VWOs

NCSS developed a guidebook to help VWOs who
are new to managing development projects.
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Compliance with IPC standards and
Code of Governance
61 VWOs complied with the enhanced IPC
standards

NCSS served as the sector administrator for the
social service sector until 31 December 2009.  From
April to December 2009, 61 VWOs complied with
the enhanced Institution of a Public Character (IPC)
standards.  NCSS assisted 51 VWOs to comply with
the enhanced IPC standards, and renewal of their
IPC status.  Another 10 VWOs which met the
enhanced IPC standards were granted IPC status
for the first time.

A total of 17 charities/ IPCs benefited from the field
visits conducted by NCSS.  They were able to clarify
on the best practices recommended in the Code of
Governance Checklist for Charities and IPCs.

Besides the field visits, 50 IPCs also benefited from
the focus reviews conducted by Deloitte &
Touche Enterprise Risk Services Pte Ltd,
PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP, Ernst & Young Advisory
Pte Ltd, and KPMG Risk Advisory Services.  These
reviews enabled the IPCs to enhance their
governance and financial management practices,
and strengthened their compliance with the
Charities Act and Regulations.

Complying with Code of Governance

Statistics collated from the online Governance
Evaluation Checklist showed that 197 out of the
204 eligible IPCs (97%) and 74 out of 89 eligible
charities (83%) submitted the checklist.  Out of
those that submitted, 193 IPCs (95%) and 67 charities
(75%) met the governance standards.

Kelvin
approached Fei Yue FSC (Bukit Batok) last year for financial
assistance.

Through the FSC, Kelvin applied for the SPMF for his sons which
ensured that their school-related needs were provided for.  He
also attended counselling sessions and parenting courses where
he was given advice on how to cope with stress, his finances and
strengthen his relationship with his sons.

Community Chest Met Target of
$52.6m
Despite the economic downturn in 2009, corporations,
foundations and individual donors continued to rally
strong support for Community Chest, to meet the
community needs.  In FY2009, Community Chest met
its target of $52.6 million to support 157 programmes
provided by 70 charities.

Community Chest was able to maintain its fund-
raising costs to below 12 percent of the total funds
raised for the past ten years.  This is well below the
guideline of 30% set by the Charity Unit.  As these
fund-raising costs were covered mainly by Tote Board
and Singapore Pools (Private) Limited, every dollar
raised by Community Chest was made available to
social service programmes under its care.

Expanding Workplace Giving
Hotel industry leaders launched new campaign
to promote SHARE

The CEOs from the hotel industry on the SHARE
Ambassador Network introduced the 'Hoteliers with
a Heart' campaign to promote SHARE in their
industry.  Since the launch, 16 hotels have pledged
to join or enhance their support through SHARE.

At the annual SHARE
networking session in
June 2009, the SHARE
Ambassador Network
was expanded to
include Chief Executives
and senior management
of companies to tap on

their influence and contacts to promote the SHARE
programme at their workplace.  The event saw 18
companies taking the pledge to support the
programme.  SHARE encourages companies and
employees to make a collective effort to help the
less fortunate by making monthly contributions
through Community Chest.

Community Chest Heightened
Awareness of Community Needs
TrueHearts Charity Show raised a record
$3.3 million
Community Chest TrueHearts Charity Show returned
on 7 June 2009 after five years of absence to raise
funds for Singaporeans affected by the economic
downturn.  Broadcast 'live' on MediaCorp Channel 8
from the Toa Payoh HDB Hub, Singaporeans and
corporations rallied to raise a record of $3.3 million.
Beneficiaries and MediaCorp artistes performed
together to draw nation-wide support through a
telepoll drive.  An online auction of art pieces by
beneficiaries and corporate support from HSBC, NTUC
FairPrice Foundation, Keppel Corporation, Emirates,
The Lippo Group, StarHub, Petrochemical Corporation
of Singapore and Lee Foundation augmented the
funds raised.  This was the largest amount pledged
for a single event for Community Chest in the last 10
years.

4% increase in funds raised by children and
youths
Close to $880,000 was raised through the Children's
Day and Youth Day Appeals through creative fund-
raising efforts by the schools.  In appreciation of their
efforts, Peter Draw, a local artist, conducted art
workshops for more than 1,300 students from the top
fund-raising primary schools.

Beneficiaries lend a hand to NDP
For the first time, more than 600 beneficiaries from
various VWOs helped in the packing of National Day
Parade (NDP) 2009 funpacks.  About $125,000 was
raised from donations collected during NDP roadshows,
previews and the National Day show.

Family bonding at ComChest Picnic
More than 1,000 members of the public and
beneficiaries spent a fun-filled day bonding with their
family and friends at Community Chest's first family-
themed event, the ComChest Picnic.  More than
$300,000 was raised to support families in need.  The
event at ComChest Green was also supported by NTUC
FairPrice Foundation, Lee Foundation, Hewlett-Packard
Singapore (Private) Limited, Canon Singapore Pte Ltd,
Li An Foodstuff, Nestle, Kraft Asia, Singapore Pools
(Private) Limited, NTUC FairPrice Co-Operative Limited,
National Environment Agency and City Beach Resort.

A Christmas all decked out
Sponsored by Hitachi Group of Companies and StarHub,
and supported by Singapore Tourism Board and
Orchard Road Business Association, the annual
Christmas Light-Up raised $350,000 and brought cheer
to beneficiaries during the Christmas season.

A one-day joint retreat between VWOs and NCSS
held on 20 May 2009 was attended by 40 leaders
from 29 VWOs in the family, disability and eldercare
sectors.

Regular visits and tea sessions were conducted to
enhance the communication between NCSS and
VWOs.  In FY2009, RADM (RET) Kwek Siew Jin,
President of NCSS, visited 14 VWOs to understand
their needs and challenges, while three tea sessions
were organised by NCSS to meet 41 new heads or
executive directors of VWOs.  These platforms gave
NCSS senior management and the VWO leaders
opportunities to exchange ideas, information and
resources. NCSS helped to strengthen VWOs'
capabilities and improve services in the social service
sector through these avenues.

To address social service needs and gaps in the
community, NCSS has further strengthened its
collaboration between the CDCs, grassroots
organisations and VWOs. NCSS worked in close
partnership with the Central Singapore CDC and
North East CDC to acquire additional funding for
10 VWOs through donations and sponsorship of
events by corporations.

Other partnerships included Tampines Central
grassroots organisations and St Luke's ElderCare
Ltd, as well as Marine Parade grassroots
organisations and Marine Parade FSC.  Surveys were
conducted amongst the residents to collect feedback
on the community needs for the setting up of a
DCC and a SAC.

Public Awareness of NCSS and the
Social Service Sector Enhanced
Through Integrated
Communications Strategy
An integrated communications strategy through
various channels, namely the media, online
platforms, promotional collaterals and outdoor
publicity, was implemented to reinforce NCSS
branding as well as to generate greater awareness
on the impact of the work of NCSS and the social
service sector.

Harnessing the power of media to further the
social service cause

With the strong support of the mass media, NCSS
and Community Chest were able to achieve timely
coverage on the impact they made to the
community.  A media analysis revealed that the
media was overall either favourable or neutral
towards NCSS and its sub-brands (Community Chest
and SSTI).  86% of the news coverage was
favourable, reflecting the positive reception of new
initiatives; while the remaining 14% being neutral
news reports consisting of mentions of NCSS and
its sub-brands.  Other key findings from the analysis
were that NCSS achieved an AVE of $1.5 million
from the media coverage, and obtained a favourable
average rating of 61.7 for the analysed coverage,
compared to the 61.0 rating across the non-private
sectors.

Recognising NCSS as the leader of the social
service sector
Extensive coverage on NCSS's renewed focus on its
enabling role was achieved to further reinforce its
role as an enabler and motivator.  Additionally, the
image of the social service sector received a boost
with the media highlighting the high users'
satisfaction rate for the services provided by VWOs
as indicated in the NCSS survey.

Accountability to stakeholders
The communications strategies implemented during
the Community Chest fund-raising events, which
included the annual Community Chest fund-raising
launch and the TrueHearts Charity Show, generated
wide coverage in the various media.  These
heightened the awareness of the stakeholders,
including donors, on the needs of the beneficiaries
and how the funds were used to help the people
in need.

Recognising the contributions of social service
professionals and volunteers
Several awards ceremonies were held in recognition
of the contributions by social service professionals
and volunteers.  A total of 46 exposures in the
media was obtained, which helped to elevate the
profile of the sector and provided a public avenue
for NCSS to say 'thank you' to all social service
practitioners and volunteers.  More importantly,

the communications strategy targeted to entice
more volunteers, regardless of their background
to contribute to the sector was also achieved.

Making services accessible to children with
special needs and families
Our communications strategy to make new services
more accessible through the mass media was
achieved through some of the new initiatives
implemented.  These included our advocacy efforts
to keep the special schools children supported in
schools during the economic crisis with the assistance
provided by the Trailblazer - Chan Chiew Ping
Special Schools Fund and the DDR ID card benefits
scheme, which served to inform the public about
the help.

Addressing sector manpower needs
Concerted efforts were made to showcase the
professionalism of social work practitioners through
the media with the aim of addressing manpower
needs.  In total, there were eight media articles in
the key vernacular newspapers on NCSS's efforts
to attract people to the sector via the Professional
Conversion Programme and specialised courses to
equip them with the necessary skills.  The
communication also highlighted NCSS's leadership
role in partnering other tertiary educational
institutions and organisations, to provide scholarship
to increase the supply of professionals such as social
workers, social service assistants, and Special
Education professionals.

27 years of rapport-building

For the past 27 years, NCSS has been relentless in
establishing rapport and engaging its stakeholders
through NCSS's publication, rapport.  With a
targeted circulation and electronic version made
available, VWOs, donors and the public were
readily kept abreast of the new programmes and
developments of NCSS and the social service
sector.

Based on readers' feedback for more focus and
in-depth analysis of the developments of the sector,
rapport underwent a revamp, with the current
issues focusing and providing more current and
in-depth information on different sub-sectors.
The articles also showcased positive examples of
how VWOs and other organisations worked
together to serve users better, and shared with
readers the strong support shown by the donors
through their contributions to Community Chest.

An electronic newsletter, NCSS Connect, was
launched to provide VWOs and stakeholders with
quick updates regularly on the developments and
initiatives for the sector.

The Annual Report, which highlighted NCSS's
achievements for the year, saw a significant
change in its reporting format.  The report
captured the impact of the work by NCSS through
the articulation of outcome statements.  The
Annual Report also included stories of
beneficiaries and quotes from VWOs and
stakeholders, which served as endorsement and
testimony to the work of the staff of NCSS.  A
more user-friendly electronic version of the Annual
Report was also made available on the NCSS
corporate website last year.

Engaging stakeholders online

Stakeholders were updated on the developments
of the sector through the NCSS corporate website.
In the year under review, NCSS attracted 316,982
visits to its website.  43% were first time visitors.
The corporate website was also ranked third for
the period from January to June 2009, and fourth
from July to December 2009, based on market
share of visits among all Singapore websites in
the Hitwise Community-Organisations category.
The award recognises websites from over 165
industry leaders.

Strengthening NCSS branding

NCSS worked in close partnership with its funded
VWOs to support the NCSS branding and corporate
image exposure at their premises and promotional
collaterals.  About 200 creative projects, ranging
from banners, posters, email blitz to direct mailers
were also undertaken.

Fostering International Relations
Foreign visitors gained insightful knowledge

NCSS received 16 requests from foreign delegates
to visit NCSS and VWOs.  These delegates, mainly
from Asia, included representatives from government
agencies and key social service organisations such
as the Rehabilitation Advisory Committee from Hong
Kong, the Ministry of Social Affairs from Indonesia
and the Yokohama International College of Social
Welfare in Japan.  These visits enabled the exchange
of information, knowledge and experiences, and
provided opportunities for the delegates to interact
with the VWOs to extend the sharing of knowledge
across the region.

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In the last financial year, the funds allocated to members from Community Chest increased by 4% from
$49.1m to $51m.  Funds raised increased 7% from $50.8m to $54.2m (the fund-raising target for FY2009
was $52m).  Under the new three-year funding agreement for FY2007 to FY2009, the Tote Board has
pledged an annual funding of $15m. 

With effect from FY2007, the surplus arising from the funds raised but not disbursed in the financial year
will be rolled forward into the next financial year's fund-raising efforts. 

In the past five years, NCSS had also managed to maintain the cost of fund-raising at between 9% to
12% of total funds raised.  This is well below the requirement of the 30% cap for fund-raising cost set
in Regulation 15(1) of the Charities Act, Cap 37 (Institutions of a Public Character) Regulations 2007.

The disbursement of funds in FY2009 at $51m was lower than the budget allocation of $52.6m.  The
budget allocation was set at the beginning of FY2009 based on the projected needs and number of clients
to be served by the supported programmes and projects.  During the year, the actual funds disbursed
were adjusted according to the actual needs and number of people served.

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The fund allocation from Community Chest had increased by 23% from $41.4m in FY2005 to $51m in
FY2009.  This was due mainly to the higher number of programmes and projects supported by Community
Chest between FY2005 and FY2009.  The number of programmes had increased from 146 in FY2005 to
157 in FY2009.  In addition, fund allocation to programmes was adjusted annually to adequately resource
VWOs to manage inflation and other cost increases.

Funded Programmes

NCSS operating expenses are funded by government grant, donations for fund-raising expenditure and
investment income.  In the current financial year, NCSS had a surplus of $13m before Community Chest
Operations.  The surplus in NCSS in FY2009 was primarily due to the mark-to-market gains of investments
carried at fair value through profit and loss as the economy picked up during the year.

MANAGEMENT DATA & ANALYSIS

Headcount increased from 248 to 251, whereas staff costs decreased from $16.4m to $15.9m.  This is due
to the decrease in bonus payout, reflecting the impact of the economic downturn during the year.  Staff
costs as a percentage of total costs actually increased from 62% in FY2005 to 63% in FY2009.  The
achievements in FY2009 are reflected in the 'Highlights & Achievements' section.

We have audited the financial statements of National Council of Social Service (the "Council"), which comprise the
balance sheet as at 31 March 2010, and the income and expenditure statement, statement of comprehensive income,
statement of changes in statutory funds, specific fund and reserve and cash flow statement for the year then ended,
and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory notes, as set out on pages 59 to 81.

Council's management responsibility

The Council's management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in
accordance with the National Council of Social Service Act (Chapter 195A amended in September 2000) ("the Act") and
Statutory Board Financial Reporting Standards.

Management has acknowledged that its responsibility includes:

(a) devising and maintaining a system of internal accounting controls sufficient to provide a reasonable assurance that
assets are safeguarded against loss from unauthorised use or disposition; and transactions are properly authorised
and that they are recorded as necessary to permit the preparation of true and fair profit and loss accounts and
balance sheets and to maintain accountability of assets;

(b) selecting and applying appropriate accounting policies; and

(c) making accounting estimates that are reasonable in the circumstances.

Auditors' responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.  We conducted our audit
in accordance with Singapore Standards on Auditing.  Those standards require that we comply with ethical requirements
and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements.  The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgement, including the assessment of the risks of material
misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor
considers internal control relevant to the Council's preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order
to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances.  An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness
of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating
the overall presentation of the financial statements.
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We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit
opinion.

Opinion

In our opinion,

(a) the financial statements are properly drawn up in accordance with the provisions of the Act and Statutory Board
Financial Reporting Standards to present fairly, in all material respects, the state of affairs of the Council as at
31 March 2010 and the results, changes in statutory funds, specific fund and reserve and cash flows of the Council
for the year ended on that date; and

(b) the accounting and other records required by the Act to be kept by the Council have been properly kept in
accordance with the provisions of the Act, including records of all assets of the Council whether purchased, donated
or otherwise.

During the course of our audit, nothing came to our notice that caused us to believe that the receipts, expenditure and
investment of monies and the acquisition and disposal of assets by the Council during the year have not been made in
accordance with the provisions of the Act.

Report on other legal and regulatory requirements

During the course of our audit, nothing came to our attention that caused us to believe that:

(a) the Council did not comply with the requirements of Regulation 15(1) of the Charities Act, Cap 37 (Institutions of
a Public Character) Regulations 2007 which states that the total fund-raising and sponsorship expenses for the
financial year should not exceed 30% of the total gross receipts from fund-raising and sponsorships for that year.

(b) the donation monies have not been used in accordance with the objectives of the Council as an institution of a
public character.

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Notes to the Financial Statements

These notes form an integral part of the financial statements.

The financial statements were authorised for issue by the Board of the Council on 10 June 2010.

1 Domicile and activities

National Council of Social Service (the "Council") was established as a statutory body on 1 May, 1992 under the National

Council of Social Service Act (Chapter 195A amended in September 2000) (the "Act") and is domiciled in Singapore.

The registered office of the Council and principal place of operations is at NCSS Centre, Ulu Pandan Community Building,

170 Ghim Moh Road #01-02, Singapore 279621.

The NCSS Charitable Fund was established on 1 May 2003, as an Institution of a Public Character (IPC) under the Charities

Act (Chapter 37) and comprises all the charitable activities of NCSS, including the Community Chest.

The principal activities of the Council are to provide, develop and promote efficient and effective social services and

encourage voluntary work to meet current and future needs.

2 Summary of significant accounting policies

2.1 Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the applicable requirements of the National Council

of Social Service Act (Chapter 195A amended in September 2000) and Statutory Board Financial Reporting Standards

("SB-FRS").  SB-FRS includes Statutory Board Financial Reporting Standards, Interpretations of SB-FRS and SB-FRS Guidance

Notes as promulgated by the Accountant-General.

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except as disclosed in the accounting policies

below.

The financial statements are presented in Singapore dollars which is the Council's functional currency.  All financial

information presented in Singapore dollars has been rounded to the nearest thousand, unless otherwise stated.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with SB-FRS requires management to make judgements, estimates

and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income

and expenses.  Actual results may differ from these estimates.

Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis.  Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised

in the period in which the estimates are revised and in any future periods affected.

In particular, information about significant areas of estimation, uncertainty and critical judgements in applying accounting

policies that have the most significant effect on the amount recognised in the financial statements relates to valuation

and assessment of impairment of investments.

The Council applies SB-FRS 1 (revised 2008) Presentation of Financial Statements, which became effective as of 1 January

2009.  As a result, the Council presents the change in components of comprehensive income in the statement of

comprehensive income.  Comparative information has been re-presented so that it also conformed with the revised

standard.  SB-FRS 1 (revised 2008) impacts presentation of financial information, and does not have any impact on the

Council's financial position or results.
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The Council also applies amendments to SB-FRS 107 Financial Instruments: Disclosures - Improving Disclosures about

Financial Instruments, which became effective as of 1 January 2009.  The amendments require disclosures of financial
instruments measured at fair value to be based on a "three-level" fair value hierarchy that reflects the significance of
the input in such fair value measurements.  The amendments also require additional qualitative and quantitative
disclosures of liquidity risks.  The additional disclosures required are shown in Note 22.  In accordance with the transitional
rules under the standard, comparative information is not required.

In addition, the Council adopts the requirements of Statutory Board Financial Reporting Standards Guidance Note 2
Accounting and Disclosure for Donations ("SB-FRS" Guidance Note 2) which provides that donations whether of cash
or assets shall be recognised as income in the period it is received or receivable when and only when all the following
conditions has been satisfied:

• the Council obtains control of the donation or the right to receive the donation;

• it is probable that the economic benefits comprising the donation will flow to the Council; and

• the amount of the donation can be measured reliably.

The adoption does not have a material impact to the Council’s financial statements.  Except for the above changes, the
accounting policies set out below have been applied consistently by the Council to all periods presented in this financial
statements.

2.2 Financial instruments

Non-derivative financial instruments

Non-derivative financial instruments comprise investments in equity and debt securities, funds managed by fund managers,
debtors, pledged receivables, cash and cash equivalents and sundry creditors.

Non-derivative financial instruments are recognised initially at fair value plus, for instruments not at fair value through
profit or loss, any directly attributable transaction costs.  Subsequent to initial recognition, non-derivative financial
instruments are measured as described below.

A financial instrument is recognised if the Council becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.
Financial assets are derecognised if the Council's contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial assets expire or
if the Council transfers the financial asset to another party without retaining control or transfers substantially all the
risks and rewards of the asset.  Regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are accounted for at trade date, i.e.,
the date that the Council commits itself to purchase or sell the asset.  Financial liabilities are derecognised if the Council's
obligations specified in the contract expire or are discharged or cancelled.

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash balances and bank deposits.

Derivative financial instruments

Embedded derivatives are separated from the host contract and accounted for separately if the economic characteristics
and risks of the host contract and the embedded derivative are not closely related, a separate instrument with the same
terms as the embedded derivative would meet the definition of a derivative, and the combined instrument is not
measured at fair value through profit or loss.

Separable embedded derivatives are stated at fair value, and changes in the fair value are recognised immediately in
the income and expenditure statement.

Instruments at fair value through profit or loss

An instrument is classified as fair value through profit or loss if it is held for trading or is designated as such upon initial
recognition.  Financial instruments are designated as fair value through profit or loss when either:
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• the assets or liabilities are managed, evaluated and reported internally on a fair value basis;

• the designation eliminates or significantly reduces an accounting mismatch which would otherwise arise; or

• the assets or liabilities contain an embedded derivative that significantly modifies the cash flows that would otherwise
be required under the contract.

Upon initial recognition, attributable transaction costs are recognised in the income and expenditure statement when
incurred.  Financial instruments classified as fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value, and changes
therein are recognised in the income and expenditure statement.

Available-for-sale financial assets

The Council's investments in certain equity securities and debt securities are classified as available-for-sale financial assets.
 Subsequent to initial recognition, they are measured at fair value and changes therein, other than for impairment losses
and foreign exchange gains and losses on available-for-sale monetary items, are recognised directly in other comprehensive
income.  When an investment is derecognised, the cumulative gain or loss in other comprehensive income is transferred
to the income and expenditure statement.

Held-to-maturity

Held-to-maturity investments are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and fixed maturities
that the Council has the positive intention and ability to hold to maturity.  Held-to-maturity investments are measured
at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment.

Others

Other non-derivative financial instruments are categorised as loans and receivables or financial liabilities, which are
measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment losses.

Impairment of financial assets

A financial asset is assessed at each reporting date to determine whether there is any objective evidence that it is
impaired.  A financial asset is considered to be impaired if objective evidence indicates that one or more events have
had a negative effect on the estimated future cash flows of that asset.

An impairment loss in respect of a financial asset measured at amortised cost is calculated as the difference between
its carrying amount, and the present value of the estimated future cash flows discounted at the original effective interest
rate.  An impairment loss in respect of an available-for-sale financial asset is calculated by reference to its current fair
value.

Individually significant financial assets are tested for impairment on an individual basis.  The remaining financial assets
are assessed collectively in groups that share similar credit risk characteristics.

All impairment losses are recognised in the income and expenditure statement.  Any cumulative loss in respect of an
available-for-sale financial asset recognised previously in other comprehensive income is transferred to the income and
expenditure statement upon impairment.

An impairment loss is reversed if the reversal can be related objectively to an event occurring after the impairment loss
was recognised.  For financial assets measured at amortised cost and available-for-sale debt securities, the reversal is
recognised in the income and expenditure statement.  For available-for-sale financial assets that are equity securities,
any subsequent increase in fair value is recognised in other comprehensive income.

2.3 Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.
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Depreciation is provided on a straight-line basis so as to write off items of the property, plant and equipment over their
estimated useful lives as follows:

Computer equipment 331/3%
Furniture and equipment 10% to 50%
Leasehold improvements 10%
Motor vehicles 20%
Donated leasehold building 2%
Other leasehold building 31/3%

Property, plant and equipment costing less than $500 are charged to the income and expenditure statement in the year
of purchase.

Depreciation methods, useful lives and residual values are reviewed, and adjusted as appropriate, at each reporting
date.

2.4 Intangible assets

Intangible assets represent software expenditure directly attributable to the development of a computer system.  This
is capitalised and carried at cost less accumulated amortisation and impairment loss where the recoverable amount of
the asset is estimated to be lower than its carrying amount.  Intangible assets are amortised in the income and expenditure
statement on a straight-line basis over three years.

2.5 Impairment - non-financial assets

The carrying amounts of the Council's non-financial assets are reviewed at each reporting date to determine whether
there is any indication of impairment.  If any such indication exists, the assets' recoverable amounts are estimated.

An impairment loss is recognised if the carrying amount of an asset or its cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable
amount.  A cash-generating unit is the smallest identifiable asset group that generates cash flows that largely are
independent from other assets and groups.  Impairment losses are recognised in the income and expenditure statement.

The recoverable amount of an asset or cash-generating unit is the greater of its value in use and its fair value less costs
to sell.  In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset or
cash-generating unit.

Impairment losses recognised in prior periods are assessed at each reporting date for any indications that the loss has
decreased or no longer exists.  An impairment loss is reversed if there has been a change in the estimates used to
determine the recoverable amount.  An impairment loss is reversed only to the extent that the asset's carrying amount
does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of depreciation, if no impairment loss had
been recognised.

Trust Funds

Monies received where the Council is not the owner and beneficiary are accounted for as trust funds.  The receipts and
payments in respect of trust funds are taken directly to the funds accounts and the net assets relating to these funds
are shown as a separate line item in the balance sheet.

2.6  Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Council has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event,
it is probable that the Council will be required to settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate can be made of the
amount of the obligation.

The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration required to settle the present obligation
at the balance sheet date, taking into account the risks and uncertainties surrounding the obligation.  Where a provision
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is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the present obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of
those cash flows.

When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from a third
party, the receivable is recognised as an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursement will be received and the amount
of the receivable can be measured reliably.

2.7 Government grants

Grants from the government to meet the Council's operating expenses are recognised as income to match the related
operating expenditure.

Government grants for the purchase of depreciable assets are taken to the Deferred Capital Grant Account.  The grants
are recognised as income over the useful lives of the related assets to match the depreciation of those assets.

Both operating and capital grants are accounted for on an accrual basis.

2.8 Revenue recognition

Donations of cash or assets are recognised in the income and expenditure statement when the Council obtains control
of the donation or the right to receive the donation; it is probable that the economic benefits comprising the donation
will flow to the Council; and the amount of the donation can be measured reliably.

Dividend income is recorded in the income and expenditure statement when the right to receive the dividend has been
established.

Interest income from bank deposits and bonds is accrued on a time proportion basis with reference to the principal
outstanding and at the rate applicable on an effective yield method.

Recovery of overfunding of voluntary welfare organisations is recognised when receipt of overfunded amounts is certain.

Training programme income is recognised on accrual basis when the services are rendered.

2.9 Employee benefits

Defined contribution plans

Obligations for contributions to defined contribution pension plans are recognised as an expense in the income statement
as incurred.

Employee leave entitlement

Employee entitlements to annual leave are recognised when they accrue to employees.  A provision is made for the
estimated liability for annual leave as a result of services rendered by employees up to the balance sheet date.

2.10 Leases

Leases are classified as finance leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer substantially all the risks and rewards
of ownership to the lessee.  All other leases are classified as operating leases.

Rentals payable under operating leases are charged to the income and expenditure statement on a straight-line basis
over the term of the relevant lease unless another systematic basis is more representative of the time pattern in which
economic benefits from the leased asset are consumed.  Contingent rentals arising under operating leases are recognised
as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.

In the event that lease incentives are received to enter into operating leases, such incentives are recognised as a liability.
The aggregate benefit of incentives is recognised as a reduction of rental expense on a straight-line basis, except where
another systematic basis is more representative of the time pattern in which economic benefits from the leased asset are
consumed.
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2.11 Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated to the functional currency of the Council at the exchange rate at the date
of the transaction.  Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at the reporting date are retranslated
to the functional currency at the exchange rate at the reporting date.  Non-monetary assets and liabilities denominated
in foreign currencies that are measured at fair value are retranslated to the functional currency at the exchange rate at
the date on which the fair value was determined.

Foreign currency differences arising on retranslation are recognised in the income and expenditure statement.

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22 Financial risk management

Overview

The Council is exposed to market risk (including interest rate and market prices risks), credit risk and liquidity risk arising
from its diversified portfolio business.  The Council's risk management approach seeks to minimise the potential material
adverse effects from these exposures.  As a whole, the Council has implemented risk management policies and guidelines
which set out its tolerance of risk and its general risk management philosophy.  In connection with this, the Council has
established a framework and process to monitor the exposures so as to ensure appropriate measures can be implemented
in a timely and effective manner.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk that changes in market prices, such as interest rates and market prices rates will have on the
Council's income or the value of its holdings of financial instruments.  The objective of market risk management is to
manage and control market risk exposures within acceptable parameters, while optimising the return on risk.

Interest rate risk

The Council's exposure to changes in interest rates relates primarily to the interest-bearing fixed deposits and investment
in debt securities.  The effective interest rates at balance sheet date and the periods in which they mature or re-price
(whichever is earlier) are as follows:

At the balance sheet date, if market interest rate had been 100 basis points higher or lower, assuming no asymmetrical
movement in yield curves and a constant balance sheet position for the 12 months after balance sheet date, the Council's
surplus for the year would increase or decrease by approximately $70,000 (2009: deficit for the year would decrease or
increase by approximately $52,500).  There is no other impact on the reserves of the Council.

The Council does not utilise interest rate swaps to hedge against its interest rate risk.  The Council relies on professional
fund managers to monitor and mitigate the adverse effects of interest rate changes on its investment portfolios.

Market price risk

Market price risk arises mainly from uncertainty about the future prices of financial instruments invested by the Council.
It represents the potential financial loss the Council might suffer through holding investments in the face of price
movements.  It is the Council's policy to achieve an appropriate diversification in its investment portfolio in order to
mitigate such risk.
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The Council's exposure to changes in equity prices relates primarily to the investment equity securities.

At the balance sheet date, if equity prices for quoted equity securities had declined by 10%, assuming all other variables
remain constant, the investments revaluation reserve of the Council would decrease by approximately $1,014,000 (2009:
$1,117,000) and the Council's surplus for the year would decrease by approximately $1,377,000 (2009: deficit for the year
would increase by approximately $946,000).  An increase in 10% of the equity prices would have an equal but opposite
effect.  The analysis does not include effects of market value changes of investments held through funds managed by
fund managers.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Council if a counterparty to a financial instrument fails to meet its contractual
obligations.

Management has a credit policy in place and the exposure to credit risk is monitored on an ongoing basis.  Investments
and financial transactions are restricted with counterparties that are of high credit standing.  Substantial portion of the
Council's investments are of investment grades, as defined by Standards & Poor's or Moodys.  Cash and bank balances
are placed with financial institutions which are regulated.

At the balance sheet date, the maximum exposure to credit risk is represented by the carrying amount of each financial
asset in the balance sheet.  There was no significant concentration of credit risk except for receivables from 2 debtors
(2009: 3) which accounted for 69% (2009: 58%) of the Council's outstanding debtors and pledged receivables.

Liquidity risk

In the management of liquidity risk, the Council monitors and maintains a level of cash and bank balances deemed
adequate to finance the Council's operations and to mitigate the effects of fluctuations in short-term cash flows.  The
Council's exposure to liquidity risk relates primarily to its sundry and other creditors, as presented in note 16, which are
due within 1 year.

Reserves management

The reserves of the Council comprise the ComChest Fund, General Fund and Endowment Fund.  The ComChest Fund is
an internally established reserve to track the fund-raising proceeds that are yet to be distributed to the member Voluntary
Welfare Organisations in any financial year.  The sum of the ComChest Fund and the General Fund as at the financial
year reporting date is capped an amount not exceeding two years of the Council's annual operating expenditure.  All
reserves of the Council in excess of two years of its annual operating expenditure are transferred to the Endowment
Fund.  Utilisation of the reserves from the Endowment Fund would require written approval from the Minister.

There were no changes in the Council's approach to reserves management during the year.  The Council is not subject
to externally imposed capital reserve requirements.

Fair values

The carrying amounts of cash and cash equivalents, debtors, pledged receivables and sundry creditors approximate their
respective fair values due to the relatively short-term maturity of these financial instruments. The fair values of other
classes of financial assets and liabilities are disclosed in the respective notes to the financial statements.
